Please do not upload photo screen
shots of your online transcript.

» Student’'s Grade Level

e Student’s Course/Class Listings
» Student’s Grade Markings

We recommend downloading a free Smart Phone app to scan a picture of your document. You can then
email that document to yourself, save it as an electronic copy (PDF, JPEG, or Word Document) that can be
uploaded to your application.

If you are using a Desktop Computer or Laptop:

1. Select the attachment in your email and select the “Download File” option.
2. Look at the bottom of your screen. There should be a file that appears for you to open.

4. Save the file as a Word Document or PDF. Be sure to save to an easy to access space, for example your
Desktop.

5. Return to your online application and your file will be available for upload.

If you are using a Desktop Computer or Laptop:

1. Right click your mouse or cursor. Alternatively, locate and click the vertical line of three dots in the top
right-hand corner of your screen.

2. Select “Print”

3. A new window should appear. Locate the drop down liste titled “Destination,” and click on the down facing
arrow.

4. Select “Save as PDF.”

5. Save your document to an easy-to-access space, for example your Desktop.
